	Personal, Social and Emotional Development – Prime Area

Keep play going by responding to what others are saying or doing. 

Form good relationships with adults and peers 

Explain own knowledge and understanding and ask appropriate questions. 

Take steps to resolve conflict. 

Be confident to talk to other children when playing and communicate freely about own home and community. 

Show confidence in asking adults for help. 

Be confident to talk to others about needs, wants, interests and opinions. 

Describe self in positive terms and talk about abilities. 
Adapt behaviour to different events, social situations and changes in routine. 
Negotiate to solve problems without aggression.


	Communication and Language – Prime Area 

Listen and do, but can still shift own attention
Show two channelled attention: can listen and do for a short span

Beginning to understand why and how questions

Follow a story without pictures or props. To listen and respond to ideas expressed by others
Use who, what, when, how questions. To use a range of tenses. 
Use language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations. Link statements and stick to a theme. Introduce a story line or narrative into play.


	English – Can the children...?

Describe main story setting, events and characters. 

Read words and simple sentences.

Use forms of vocabulary influenced by books. 

Enjoy an increasing range of books.

Know information can be retrieved from books and computers. 

Write own name, labels and captions.

Attempt to write short sentences in meaningful contexts.
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	Physical Development – Can the children…?

Use one handed tools and equipment. Hold a pencil near the point between two fingers and thumb and use with control. Copy some letters eg. letters from their name. Catch a large ball. Negotiate space successfully, adjusting speed or direction to avoid obstacles. 

Show increasing control over an object in pushing, patting, throwing, catching or kicking. Use and hold a pencil effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed. 

Observe overall effect of activity on their bodies. Understand equipment and tools have to be used safely.  

Show understanding of the need for safety when tackling new challenges, considering and managing some risks. Show understanding of how to transport and store equipment safely. Practise some safety measures without direct supervision. 



	Mathematics – Can the children…?

Begin to represent numbers using marks on paper, fingers etc. 

Compare two groups of objects saying when they have the same. 
Use the language of more and fewer to compare two sets. 

Find the total number of items in two groups by counting them all. 

Say the number that is one more/ less than a given number. 

Use vocabulary of addition and subtraction. 

Record using marks they can interpret and explain. 

Order two or three items by length or height. 

Order two items by weight or capacity. 

Use everyday language related to time and money. 

Sequence familiar events. 

Measure short periods of time in simple ways. 
	Understanding the World– Can the children...?

Understand things that make them unique, and talk about some similarities or differences 

Understand that other children don’t always enjoy the same things

Talk about things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects. 
Look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change (in relation to themselves and animals) 

Know that information can be retrieved from a computer. 
Use ICT hardware to interact with age appropriate computer software.

	
	Expressive Arts and Design – Can the children…?

Use various construction materials. 

Join construction pieces together to build and balance. 
Realise tools can be used for a purpose. 

Construct with a purpose in mind. 

Manipulate materials to achieve a planned effect. 
Select appropriate resources and adapt work where necessary. 
Capture experiences and responses with a range of media eg. music, dance, paint and other materials or words.   

Introduce a story line or narrative into their play. Play alongside children who are engaged in the same theme. 

Play cooperatively as part of a group to develop and act out a narrative.
